NUkleer eneriji, guivenlik ve gevresel etkiler baglaminda ¢ok yogun elestiri alan bir enerii tiiri olsa da eneriji ithalati
yapan devletlerin dis bagimliliklarinin azaltiimasi noktasinda buytk énem arz eder. TUrkiye'de dig ticaret agiginin
biyuk kismi enerji kaynakli olan ve enerji bagimhligi olan devletler arasindadir. Bu baglamda niikleer enerji hali ha-
zirda bir tercihten ziyade zorunluluk olmustur. TUrkiye'nin enerji temelli ekonomi giivenliginin saglanmasi agisindan
da dnemlidir. Bu baglamda niikleer eneriji ile Tirkiye'nin enerji konusunda disa bagimliligi azalacak bdylece ener;ji
meselesi Tlrkiye icin bir yaptirim araci olma yetisini goreceli olarak yitirecektir. Ancak niikleer enerji kullanimi hem
ulusal hem de uluslararasi hukuk kurallari baglaminda Tirkiye'ye biytk sorumluluklar da yliklemektedir. Nikleer
enerji kaynakli bir kazanin engellenmesi ve ortaya gikacak zararlarin en aza indirilmesi igin etkili hukuki, teknolojik,
teknik alt yapinin olusturulmasi zaruridir.

Abstract:

Although nuclear energy is a type of energy that is critically criticized in the context of security and environmental
impacts, it is of great importance to reduce the external dependency of energy importing countries. Turkey is also
among the countries with almost all foreign trade deficits that are energy-based and energy-dependent. In this
context, nuclear energy for Turkey has become a necessity, not a choice at present. It is also important in terms of
ensuring Turkey’s energy-based economic security. In this context, Turkey’s energy dependence on nuclear energy
will be reduced so that the energy issue will relatively lose its ability to be a sanction tool for Turkey. However, the use
of nuclear energy places great responsibility on Turkey in the context of both national and international legal rules.
It is imperative to establish an effective legal, technological and technological infrastructure to prevent a nuclear-
powered accident and to minimize the damages that may arise.
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
